Citizens Comments:

Chris Barber- 20467 W. Main St. after the meeting last week, our government is broken.  It is truly disturbing.  Residents have been disregarded.  No emergency here, no contaminated wells.  Turning the village into something it is not.  Need to maintain sustainability, there is a human factor.  20 houses for sale in mobile home park, people leaving because of the board.  Municipal water does not make a village, it hurts the people.  It should have been solved 2 years ago.  Nobody wants to move here when water and taxes are highest.  Mistakes cant be erased.
Town of Lisbon Resident – Ron Esser – Townline Rd.  Issues with CS Motorsports, he is way out of line.  Plan of Operation is out of line, has a dyno and is operating out of hours. 
Mary Madel – 7373 N Vine St.  Add to Chris Barbers statements – a lot of residents would like to keep their wells for outdoor use or have wells tested independently.  I would rather pay to fix my well to alleviate the problem.  Need to get that money out when we sell our home.

Jan Schmidt – last meeting, Ron Nellis feels I misspoke.  Most municipalities pay for their water mains which is technically the village money which is our tax money.  Roberts Rules of Order the rules that the Board lives by.  Presented a summary.  You need to have understanding of parlimentry law.  Many problems that cause difficulties, inflated egos, personality conflicts and ignorance of rules.  Keep in mind, members make mistakes from ignorance, lack of training and miscommunications.  Keep in mind, it is from mis-information.  Some social, President is most important person.  He is considered a trustee but the chief administrative officer.  Speaks for organization and conducts meetings.  Trustees need to be courteous and come forward with respect when you come with an answer instead of yelling at them as we have seen in the past.  
Jessie Schmidt – Lake St.  Respect with the trustees and social media.  You are the face/voice of the board instead of talking bad about residents.  Stick to the fact instead of spewing lies about Ms. Schmidt.  Asked Amy Martin about Jans position.  Act like an adult, not a high schooler.  
Jake Jensen – Green space between the bugline and the street.  Neighbors have cut the grass.  Menomonee Park is going to cut the grass.  There are four dead ash trees, they look like crap.   Overgrown in general. Who is in charge of that area. 
Mary Madel – she made a call to Menomonee park, they are short staffed after the beer garden, etc.  It was finally picked up last week.  Did they forget and didn’t know if they would come back but they did.  She spoke with Josh at the Park.  

Steve Semo – W. Main St.  hate coming to these things, boards are rude and smug and disrespectful.  Garbage being put forth, non-communication from the board.  I found out there is a road going next to my property and I found out when they dug test holes.  Why do they need a second access road, what happen to the Lannon Rd. access in Menomonee Falls.  Nobody has talked to any residents about it.  We can speak all we want but nobody can be heard.  Running people out of their homes and forcing it down their throats without listening to them.  We wont test or do a referendum and they will have to like it.  Now we are going to take over a second well in a private system that is not up to code.  Bail out the first well so we should take on another one.  Why do you think you know more than everyone else.  It is being irresponsible.  One person in charge to make these decisions.  Embarrassed for all of you.  Put everyone else’s interest out there and not your own.  I don’t come because you don’t listen.  Cant even have a civil discussion.  He has a main going past his house and that just needs to be connected.  Who are you representing?
Mike Gildemeister – people are talking about the water issue.  The people who want the water are on the water and were told that the more people on the water the cheaper it will be.  Can you confirm that so I can verify the facts.

Jan Schmidt – Garbage pick up, this company is awful.  They won’t pick up and they wont take the bulk pick up.  Johns took everything, these people pick through the garbage and take what they want.  The $10.00 savings is not worth it.

Steve Semo – items not being picked up.

Chris Barber – if not picked up, cans are left in the street.  

Jan Schmidt – missed three recycling bins and did the bulk pick up and had to figure out how to get rid of it.  

Steve Semo – why are meetings not on sign?
Dave Dronen – guaranteed we wouldn’t have to hook up to water, we want to keep our wells and don’t want water bills and don’t need it.

Tony Povletich – hats off for Steve Semo for telling his side of the story.  He couldn’t have said it better.

Christine Swearingen – Thank you as well, he said it well and spoke for us and the people who need to be heard.

Discussion and possible action to award Contract 1-21 for the construction of the Custer Lane Lift Station to PTS Contractors, Inc. in the amount of $839,000.00.  Engineer Ben Wood stated that this is for TID 1 and needs to be online next spring for Phase II of Rock Point apartments.  Estimated costs would be around 1 million, they came in right around that estimate.  1% over.  This is in the TID 1 project plan.  Nellis stated he did receive a list of projects they have done and everything seems to be good and they are satisfied.  Attorney de la Mora clarified that the funds used are TIF funds, not village money.  It was part of the borrowing.  Nellis/Reek motioned to approve the contract for PTS Contractors.  Motion carried unanimously.
27.
Discussion and possible action to submit a Conventional Water Rate Case Application with the Public Service              Commission.  Public Service Commission correspondence regarding water utility.  Simplified rate was ordered, we have an extension for annual report while we work on a conventional water rate case.  3% increase is a pretty easy process.  They have communicated with PSC and will look at numbers that are forecast on the systems.  The Board should authorize yates to work with Baker Tilly to conduct a conventional rate case.  It would be up to a dollar amount.  Ben would recommend based on dynamic and stuff involved to recommend up to $25,000.  Reek/Barbieri motioned to negotiate contract with Baker Tilly up to $25,000 for the conventional water rate case.  Motion carried unanimously.

28.
Discussion and possible action regarding amendment No. 1 to the Agreement Between Owner and Engineer for Professional Services related to the USDA-RD Water System Expansion Project.  Ben asked for it to be tabled.  Yates/Barbieri motioned to table.  Motion carried unanimously.
29.
Discussion and possible action to (1) approve the ownership transfer of the Well, currently servicing a manufactured housing complex known as Lannon Estates, related structure and improvements, related easements and the execution of related documents that constitute consideration and resolve issues associated with the Wisconsin Statutes Chapter 32 proceedings initiated by the Village against the owner of same namely, Lannon Development Group, LLC , and which give rise to respective contractual obligations; and (2) to acknowledge that Trustee Patrick Yates is authorized to execute all documentation needed to accomplish same under the prior authority of Village of Lannon Board Resolution N0. 2021-7.  Attorney de la Mora gave a little background on all the legal language.  With all the expansion we are limited to the number of connections on our current system so this allows us to update the number of connections without updating and digging a new well.  It is the most expeditious way to obtain a water back up.  It is on track.  It was a resolution that was necessary for the need of the well.  Appraisal of property was undertaken.  Well site and operating apparatus.  Distribution system has deficiencies, mainly leaks.  We talked with owners to see how leaks would be taken care of.  They need to update that over the next three years.  When this agenda item was drafted, he thought we would enter into a settlement agreement but after consideration and consultation we concluded that it will be best to complete this process in a two-step fashion.  Tender to the owners the appraisal amount that has been obtained and do a jurisdictional offer.  The owners decide what they may do.  We have a tentative agreement.  Village would acquire control of the water system itself.  It needs to be updated which is not new to us.  Consider this an update on this matter.  Pass a motion to reaffirm its previous decision to proceed with condemnation of the well.  Delegate Yates to execute necessary documents such as offer and appraisal with previously passed resolution from February of this year.  Barbieri/Nellis motioned to re-affirm that Trustee Patrick Yates has the authority under Village of Lannon Board Resolution No. 2021-7 to serve the April 8, 2021 appraisal report prepared by Valdbridge Property Advisors regarding the Lannon Estates Well and a jurisdictional offer based on that same appraisal.  Motion carried by majority voice vote.  Jensen – no, yates abstained.
30.
Consideration and possible action to approve documentation required by the USDA with respect the Loan Resolution/Grant Agreement and related or similar documents in satisfaction of USDA requirements.  Ben stated it can be tabled.  It is a standard agenda item in case there was a request for more information from USDA.  Martin/Yates to table.  Motion carried.

Discussion and possible action on the payment of bills.  Yates/Reek motioned to pay the bills.  Motion carried unanimously.
32.
Engineer’s Report. – A couple weeks ago there was a TAC meeting.  Nellis and Sommers were present as well as Village of Sussex, Village of Menomonee Falls and Town of Lisbon.  Discussion regarding capacity.  When will we need upgrades on the Interceptor.  We are reaching capacity the fastest.  Brief ananysis, we wont reach threshold for 7 years.  It was determined that everyone would look at their own updated growth projections and reconvene in August to look at them.  We are under our ultimate flow so there is no concern that we wont be able to keep up.  Need to provide a capital use budget and projection.  It has a 20 year life and some things may need to be updated.  Capital improvement needs.  Look at in July or August for the next 5 years.  Consult and evaluate their priorities, budgets, capacity, etc.  Look at big picture and do upgrades and maintenance at the same time but space it out not to get hit with a huge bill.  Bid award for Custer Lane, Eric Anderson met with Don and Ron and will need a representative for construction meetings.  Ron Nellis will be that person and Don will be there when available.  Ron has a lot more knowledge of the inner workings of the Village.

Attorney’s Report.  – None.  
34.
President’s Report. – The two items for Sawall, does not feel there has been progress with Sawall.  Things are not moving along very well.  Took pictures this afternoon of weeds growing on berms they put up.  Pouring concrete at 5 a.m.  Contractor started early.  A lot of complaints being made.  He has been spoiled with Marv who only took one phone call and it was taken care of.  Dust issues on site.  There is no call for that.  Not living up to their developer’s agreement.  Weeds are taller than silt fence, rain gutters drain into retention pond and Ben will check the grades on it.  They need to put a swale in to keep it from flooding.  Ben showed a series of pictures.  Prior to occupancy they will need to do a series of things that need to be up to standards as it was approved.  Drainage needs to be looked at and checking the plan.  Do you think they could cooperate with the Developers agreement a little better.  They told me two weeks ago and nothing has been done with the weeds.  20 times that he has complained.
