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VILLAGE OF LANNON

MINUTES OF THE VILLAGE BOARD MEETING FROM 3/14/22
1. Call to order by presiding officer.  President Sommers called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
3. Roll Call:  Calatola-Robe, Jensen, Martin, Nellis, Reek, Sommers, and Yates were present.
4. Statement of Public Notice was confirmed.
5. Discussion and possible action on the reading, correction, and approval of the minutes from the Village Board meeting from 2/14/22.   Reek/Nellis Motioned to approve the meeting minutes from 2/14/22.  Motion carried unanimously.
6. Discussion and possible action on the reading, correction, and approval of the minutes from the Special Village Board meeting from 1/13/22.  Nellis/Martin Motioned to approve the special Village Board meeting from 1/13/22.  Motion carried unanimously.
7. Discussion and possible action on the reading, correction, and approval of the minutes from the Joint VB/PC meeting from 1/27/22.  Reek/Nellis Motion to approve the Joint Plan Commission/Village Board meeting minutes from 1/27/22.  Motion carried unanimously.
8. Committee Reports:  

a. Finance/Personnel – Yates stated they will pay bills later in agenda.  ARPA update, colleen has been working on several aspects of it.  Security cameras, meeting camera to broadcast meetings video and audio and efforts are starting to do some discovery for SMS and email tool for opt in programs for events/notifications, etc.  Working on business and private residents grants, etc. 
b. Legislative - none
c. Parks and Recreation/Beautification - none
d. Public Safety - none
e. Public Works/Recycling/Sewer – Spring coming so we are looking at noxious weeds ordinance and will be enforcing that for those residents who have not kept up on their lawns as well as tree care and trimming.  Overhanging branches on sidewalks and right of ways and will be cutting down the weeds along the roads in May.  Ordinance for infected weeds, and dead trees, cotton wood trees and box elder trees and will be looking at cleaning those up this spring.  Signs were torn down and we have a list and they are ordered and will be putting up throughout the spring as well.  Item 20 later on the agenda.
f. Quarry - none
9. Department Reports: 

a. Clerk’s Office – In person absentee voting starts next week in the office.  If an absentee ballot was requested by mail, they will be mailed out this week.  
b. Police Department – Chief stated he distributed the activity report and it is also posted online.
10. Citizens Comments:

(This is meant for Public Comments on any subject, without any discussion by Board of Trustee members or action, except for possible referral to a governmental body or Village agent).  (Except as otherwise allowed by motion of the Board, citizen comments will be limited to 3 minutes per person although written comments of any length may be submitted prior to the meeting to the Village Clerk.)
Ed Golner – 20476 W. Good Hope Rd.  4th generation, very happy with the water system.  It is much better than the well water.
Chris Barber – Main St. TID’s on the chart again.  Saddling us with more debt does not look good with the economy the way it is.
11. Discussion and possible action on a Resolution authorizing the issuance and sale of $4,998,000 water system mortgage bonds of the Village of Lannon, Waukesha County, Wisconsin, and providing for the payment of the bonds and other details with respect to the bonds.  Trustee Yates stated this is a conversion of the interim financing as a condition of the USDA program.  Once we spent that amount of money, we need to secure the financing through the USDA.  This resolution is part of their financing and replacing the interim financing.  This closing will take place on the 28th and a preclosing on the 21st for signing.  As part of this transaction the Village will be awarded the grant.  Yates/Reek motioned to approve the Resolution 2022-1 authorizing the issuance and sale of revenue bonds.  Motion carried unanimously.
12. Discussion and possible action to authorize Ehler’s, Inc. to study TID 1 & TID 2 boundary amendments and the possible creation of a third TID.   Engineer Ben Wood stated this was tabled last month and a meeting was held with Halquist and they are looking at starting this project earlier.  Strong interest from them.  Also TID 1 the Gross brothers are interested in including their property into the TID as well.  Phil Cossen isn’t able to be here tonight but stated we should approve contract and have them do a feasibility study and he could look at that and report back to the board for practicality matters.  Reek/Yates motioned to allow Ehlers to do the study for the amendments.  Motion carried unanimously.
13. Discussion and possible action to approve a CSM and related easement or right of way documents related to Rock Pointe Village.  Mr. Macy is special counsel for Sawall Development.  Nothing is approved for the 5 acres at the moment because of SEWRPC documents.  He does not want to place a mortgage on phase III lands.  This CSM splits the lots for Phase III and the 5 acres so he can get financing for the buildings on Phase III.  Two conditions need to be satisfied.  Village Engineer needs to do final review and easements have to be checked by Attorney.  Conditions to obtain building permits for Phase III are part of the final motion.  Yates/Martin motioned to approve a certified survey map for the Phase 3 of the Rock Pointe Village and that the Village President, Village Clerk and any other needed Village staff are authorized to sign said document, subject to a condition precedent of approval by the Village Attorney and Village Engineer, and conditions subsequent that in addition to the satisfaction of the previous conditions of approvals for a seventh building in Phase 3 of the Rock Pointe Village as set forth in the motion adopted by the Village Board on December 16, 2021 , the Village staff is directed to prepare any documents required to incorporate the new certified survey map into the previous approvals including replacing the necessary utility easement exhibits in the developer agreement, bringing any additional approvals to the Village, and that the Village President, Village Clerk and any other needed Village staff are authorized to sign said additional documents, all which must be completed prior to issuance of building permits for Phase 3. Motion carried unanimously.
14. Consideration of and action on the request of Mammoth Springs LLC for the Village of Lannon to consent to the full assignment of all of the rights, duties obligations and liabilities that ECT II, Inc has in that certain development agreement for multi-family construction dated August 11,2020 to ECT International, Inc. retroactive to December 12, 2020 and that Village President be authorized to sign on behalf of the Village of Lannon upon approval of the document evidencing such action.  Mr. Macy stated this was at the request of the Developer.  They had asked for it to be switched back to what it was previously due to Mr. Sawall’s personal financial estate.  Mr. de la Mora has reviewed the document and recommends approval.  Reek/Nellis motioned to approve  the request of Mammoth Springs LLC for the Village of Lannon to consent to the full assignment of all of the rights, duties obligations and liabilities that ECT II, Inc has in that certain development agreement for multi-family construction dated August 11, 2020 to ECT International, Inc. retroactive to December 12, 2020 and that Village President be authorized to sign on behalf of the Village of Lannon upon approval of the document evidencing such action subject to final approval of the language of the document by the Village Attorney. Motion carried unanimously.
15. Discussion and possible action regarding documentation associated with the USDA Rural Development Loan and Grant.  Nothing else to take up.  Reek/Yates motioned to table to a later date if needed.  Motion carried unanimously.
16. Discussion and possible action to extend Strand Associates’ agreement dates for the Technical Service Agreement, Task Order 15-     01 for General Engineering Services, and Task Order 19-02 for TID Support Services.  Engineer Ben Wood stated that this covers all of their blanket services and general services covers engineering, as well as TID services for a three year extension.  Calatola-Robe/Nellis motion to approve the contract for a three year extension got Strand Assosciates.  Motion carried by majority vote.  Jensen no.
17. Discussion and possible action to amend Strand Associates’ agreement for Task Order 21-03 for the design of the Custer Lane Reconstruction to include approximately 1,300 feet of turn lane tapers on County Highway F.  Engineer Ben Wood stated they had talked to Waukesha County about the speed study and controlled intersection on Custer Lane and they replied unfavorably.  They often leave the posted speed limits as appropriate.  Intersection needs to be designed for current speed limit.  Length of tapers needs to be twice as long, etc.  Project is going to advertise in May and be constructed this year.  Yates questioned when the speed study would be done.  They hired a consultant and did not know that schedule.  Some board members should maybe extend out to county supervisors to make them aware of the concerns and future amenities that will impact our area.  Reek/Martin motioned to amend the agreement for the design of Custer Lane.  Motion carried unanimously.
18. Discussion and possible action to amend Strand Associates’ agreement for Task Order 21-02 for design and construction related services related to the Custer Lane, Main Street, and Good Hope Road Lift Stations in order to address revisions in construction schedules, change in the Village’s contracted service provider, and equipment supply chain issues.  Engineer Ben Wood asked that it be tabled as they are still collecting information for this item.  They have some supply chain issues with things such as the generator until January, WE Energies cant hook up for a few months, etc.  We may need to hook in our portable generations for the time being.  Partial utilization and amend the finalization date.  Change in operation from Menomonee Falls will also affect us getting that station up.  The design has also changed because of that SCADA system as well.  Once this gets done and we figure out the future operations we will look at the other projects of updating current stations.  What are we doing to find a new provider?  President Sommers has talked to the Village President in Sussex and they were going to talk about it and meet with Ben.  Ben has not heard anything.  Jeremy Smith may be able to speed that process along.  Lisbon could really only provide plowing but suggested putting a package deal together with Sussex.  Franks landscaping is going to give us a bid next week as well.  Nellis/Martin motioned to table for more information.  Motion carried unanimously.
19. Discussion and possible action regarding whether Village Ordinance Sec. 74-159 Well Operation Permit should be amended to apply to all private wells in the Village.  Engineer Ben stated this item was tabled from the last meeting. Ben was not able to attend.  The DNR wants this well program and monitoring program for those who have municipal water but want to keep their well.  What about the homes by the quarry?  There is no program for them to monitor those private wells.  Should they have to do testing for their private wells as a primary source of water when we are making the secondary wells be tested?  Ben estimates that will be about 75 to 100 residences.  It would be difficult to apply the well operation permit to apply to those who do not have municipal water source and feel like that could get kind of messy.  The only thing that would be applicable is the annual testing requirement.  People have an alternative where the ones on wells only don’t have an alternative.  DNR does not require it but they suggest it be done.  We don’t have a mechanism to keep track annually.  Hector de la Mora stated encouraging those without access to municipal water to test their wells regularly.  What happens to those residents who test bad and they don’t have municipal water available?  Ben stated that they would have to go through the DNR protocols, etc.  Best practice materials to those who have private wells.  Nellis/Reek motioned to have Ben re-work well operation permit and possible ordinance amendment and bring it back to the Board.  Motion carried unanimously.
20. Discussion and possible action to add, and/or update procedures for the use of all Village of Lannon facilities.  Trustee Nellis stated we had a request from the Lannon Business Association for Easter in the Village Garage.  In the garage records are kept and maybe we need to move all the stuff and change some procedures.  Park Storage was tried and mice got into those and it was damaged.  We have some other areas of storage by a scout troop so we may get rid of that and figure out different storage.  Volunteers are going to move those records and get it out of site before that space gets used.  We don’t have any procedures.  Nellis would like to recommend a form and a procedure with a possible deposit.  Groups and organizations that directly benefit Lannon residents.  Village Board approval for use.  Resolution with provisions.  Nellis/Martin motioned to allow the current usage and events, Easter party will go on in garage, pancake breakfast and car show, Halloween, tree lighting and Christmas dinner.  Approval will be needed at least 30 days before event and will require a $150.00 deposit.  Village representative must be present and will be determine at time of approval.  Motion carried unanimously.
21. Discussion and possible action on payment of the bills.  Yates/Reek motioned to pay the bills.  Motion carried unanimously.
22. Engineer's Report.  Custer Lane reconstruction, water laterals will be installed for the Gross property and Heir property and the Branscome property.  Federal scale BIL, WIS DOT have projects in que but don’t have utilities and shovel ready projects.  Planning another round that we may qualify for those funds.  Restoration will still be taken care of.  Final day to notify Mid-City to abandon wells.  June 1st, then they lose funding.

24. President's Report.  Election coming up, do your research don’t base research off of social media.  Work together and improve our village.
25. Adjournment.  Martin/Yates motioned to adjourn at 8:52 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
